Supreme’s changes in recruiting

• Bring 1 out of every 5 eMembers into the Fourth Degree.  



Why the recruiting change?

• Simply because nation wide and more importantly, Order wide, the Patriotic 
Degree has not been keeping up with the Membership Degree Brother 
Knights.  

• The eMembership program has been successful in revitalizing our Councils 
after the covid pandemic.

• This formula keeps districts at 20% of State intake growth



Simply Said

We aren’t keeping up with our deaths

• In Georgia, some Assemblies have lost more members than they brought in or 
were close.   



Hard Truth

• Unlike Georgia, some Districts nationwide are simply not recruiting even close 
to 20% of their State intake.

• Some Assemblies have recruited zero new members last year.   

• Closer to home, even in Georgia, we had 3 Assemblies recruit zero new 
members last year.     



The Genius Behind the Change

You can’t become a Sir Knight until you first become a Brother Knight

• The new change forced Assemblies to work with their Councils.

• This created Fraternal Brotherhood united toward growing State membership.  

• It introduced the Patriotic Degree quicker to our newest brothers.

• Maintain your own Council level dress code.  Its your Exemplification ceremony

• Allow the Assembly leaders to begin this networking with our newest Brother 
Knights



How should the Assembly 
respond?Regional Marshals will enforce compliance 

• If the District Deputy or Grand Knight contacts the Assembly, they will be 
expected to send at least one of the four leaders.  All four would be preferred.

• They are to come in Fourth Degree dress, i.e name badge, Fourth Degree 
uniform, or tux/suit with social baldric.  The intention is for the Visual Arm of 
the Order to truly be visual.

• ****Assembly leaders should never wear the council ceremonial baldric over 
the Fourth Degree uniform.  

• Just come as honored guests, with a welcoming roll for our newest Brother 
Knights.  



Benefits of this change
Improved Visibility and Camaraderie 

• It gives recruiting Catholic males into our Order a unified front

• It forces the non-recruiting Assemblies to become actively involved with our 
new Brother Knights.

• It should allow 100% recruiting by all Georgia District Assemblies.

• Georgia District led the DeSoto Province with over 95% membership growth
